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Burgas (or Bourgas) was founded as an Ancient Greek city under the name Pyrgos. Its Bulgarian name originates from Pyrgos, through the Latin Burgos/Poros.

HOW TO REACH BOURGAS
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By air Direct flights from major European cities to Bourgas are available. Bulgarian and foreign airline companies directly link the capital of Bulgaria, Sofia, to all major European cities. Regular flights operate between Sofia and Bourgas several times daily.

By air - flights to Varna and there are regular bases from Varna to Burgas.

By train Bulgaria is linked to almost all capitals and big cities in Europe by train. 

By bus Regular bus lines between Sofia and Bourgas are available. The price of the ticket is 28 - 30 Euro both directions . 

Geography

Burgas is situated in the westernmost point of the bay of the same name and in the eastern part of the Burgas plain which is located to the east of the Upper Thracian Plain. Burgas is located at 389 km of Sofia, 272 km of Plovdiv and 350 km of Istanbul. To the east and north the city is surrounded by the Burgas Lakes - Vaya, Atanasovsko and Mandrensko which are home to several hundred bird species. Pan-European corridor 8 passes through the city.
